Lately, however, she has created another landscape 
populated by an army of friendly creatures.  “Here burdens are dismissed by the whimsical,” Day says. “Happy Birthday Stinky invites viewers to 
attend a birthday party for a skunk, complete with a dinosaur piñata, cake, ice cream, presents, balloons, and pizza.” Both exhibitions can be found
